Does Malaysia have 5G?

5G technology provides significantly higher data speeds and lower latency
compared to previous generations (Shafinaz, 2017). It is the fifth generation of
cellular network technology, and Malaysia began its 5G rollout in 2021. As of June
2023, approximately 62.1% of the country's population has access to 5G (Razak,
2023).

Why is 5G coverage slowing in Malaysia?

A slower growth of 5G coverage has resulted from Malaysia's delayed entry into
the 5G market and contracting delays, which have limited the rate at which 5G
base stations may be deployed. This variation in deployment times and coverage
may have several effects.

Will Malaysia have a dual 5G network?

Two years after Malaysia announced its dual 5G network strategy, the debate has
moved from boardrooms to construction sites. UMobile’s aggressive deployment
timeline targets 7,500 sites with 80% coverage by July 2026 and is the largest
network rollout in Malaysian telecommunications history.

When did Malaysia start implementing 5G?

Although Malaysia began rolling out 5G in 2021, it fell behind these nations in

terms of when 5G networks would be implemented and have a sizable population
coverage.
